DAY 1: ASSEMBLE IN SINGAPORE
Assemble in Changi Airport for check-in formalities.

DAY 2: SINGAPORE - SAO PAULO (via Barcelona) (Meals on board)

(SIN-GRU SQ068: 0040/1555) Begin your SIA Holidays with a pleasant flight to Sao Paulo, Brazil on
board Singapore Airlines. Arrive in the afternoon and be greeted by our local representative. Transfer to
the hotel. Overnight in Sao Paulo.

DAY 3: SAO PAULO (Breakfast)

Have a hearty breakfast in the morning and set out for a panoramic tour of the city. Stop at Ibirapuera
Park for a photo shoot and explore its surroundings including the famous Monumento das Bandeiras e
Obelisco (Obelisk Monument). Continue on to the Japanese neighborhood of Liberdade, also known as
Little Japan as well as the historical city center known for its imposing Cathedral da Se. Other
landmarks include the Pateo de Colegio, Mosteiro de Sao Bento, Vale do Anhangabau, the Municipal
Theater as well as the Praca da Republica.

DAY 4: SAO PAULO - RIO DE JANEIRO (Breakfast) (GRU-GIG JJ3510: 1755/1906)

After breakfast, you will have some free time to explore South America’s largest city on your
own until the evening when you transfer to the airport for a domestic flight to Rio de Janeiro.
Upon arrival, transfer to the hotel for your overnight stay.

DAY 5: RIO DE JANEIRO (Breakfast)

Rise up in the morning for breakfast and go on a scenic drive along the city’s beautiful beaches.
Thereafter, head up to Corcovado via a cog-wheel railway through the luxuriant rainforest to
see the statue of Christ the Redeemer, perhaps the most recognizable landmark of Brazil.
Continue on to downtown Rio, where you will pass by charming historical buildings such as the
Imperial Chapel of Our Lady of Glory, Municipal Theater, Fine Arts Museum, the Public Library
as well as the old colonial aqueduct. Next, hop onto a cable car up to the Sugar Loaf
Mountains at Praia Vermelha for an unsurpassable view of the city at the summit. Transfer
back to the hotel for an overnight stay.

DAY 6: RIO DE JANEIRO - IGUAZU FALLS (Breakfast) (GIG-IGU JJ3153: 1022/1235)
Today, we leave Rio de Janeiro after breakfast for a domestic flight to Foz do Iguacu, the
Brazilian side of the magnificent Iguazu Falls, which was declared a UNESCO World Heritage
Site since 1986.. Depart the Visitors’ Center and move around the falls by bus and on foot via
the catwalk floors where you can get a breathtaking view of the 275 thundering cascades.
Overnight in the Iguazu Falls.

DAY 7: IGUAZU FALLS (Breakfast)

After breakfast, go across the border into the Argentinean side of the falls. Go along the Paseo
Inferior (Lower Path) to get a great view of the majority of the rapids and falls. Continue on to
the Paseo Superior where you will feel the vertigo of being at the edge of some waterfalls.
Next, visit the star attraction of the falls, the Garganta del Diablo (Devil’s Throat) waterfall.
Reach this magnificent wonder via an Ecological Jungle Train and stroll along the catwalk to
arrive at the Devil’s Throat. Return back to the hotel for your overnight stay.

DAY 8: IGUAZU FALLS - BUENOS AIRES

(Breakfast, Dinner) (IGU-GRU JJ3556: 0600/0735, GRU-EZE JJ3748: 0930/1220)

After breakfast, transfer to the airport for your flight to Buenos Aires, capital of Argentina. Upon
arrival, transfer to the hotel to check-in and go on a city tour. See important landmarks such as
the National Congress, Metropolitan Cathedral, Government House as well as the Plaza
de Mayo district. Continue to the traditional neighborhood of San Telmo, heart of tango activity
where you can see locals dancing on the streets. Continue to visit colorful neighborhoods such
as La Boca, Palermo and Recoleta. In the evening, enjoy a dinner coupled with a tango show.
Thereafter, return to the hotel for your overnight stay.

DAY 9: BUENOS AIRES — SAN ANTONIO DE ARECO - BUENOS AIRES (Breakfast,
Lunch) This morning, rise up for breakfast and enjoy a perfect day in the Argentine countryside
with a visit to “Cina Cina”, an Argentine Estancia (countryside estate) located in San Antonio de
Areco. There, discover aspect of traditional Argentine life known as the “Gaucho” and see a
horseback-riding exhibition. Thereafter, enjoy a banquet of “empanadas” and a delicious
barbecue lunch along with some excellent Argentine wine. Return to the hotel in the afternoon
and free at leisure. Overnight in Buenos Aires.

DAY 10: BUENOS AIRES - LIMA (Breakfast) (EZE-LIM LA2426: 0845/1145)

After breakfast, free at leisure until you transfer to the airport for your flight to Lima, capital of
Peru. Upon arrival, transfer to the hotel and the rest of the day is free for you to explore the
Peruvian capital on your own. Overnight in Lima.

DAY 11: LIMA — CUSCO (Breakfast) (LIM-CUZ LA2073: 0910/1025)

Rise up in the morning for breakfast, and catch a domestic flight to Cusco, site of the ancient
capital of the Inca Empire and a UNESCO World Heritage Site since 1983. Start off your tour
with a visit to the Koricancha (Temple of the Sun) and the Incan street — Loreto, where the
famous 12-sided stone can be found. Continue on Ahuajpinta Street, where the remains of
impressive Incan palaces and Spanish colonial buildings rest side by side. After that, visit the
impressive fortress of Sacsayhuaman, the ruins of Qenqo, Tambomachay (Incan Baths) as
well as the Tambo de Puca Pukara. Overnight in Cusco.

DAY 12: CUSCO - SACRED VALLEY - CUSCO (Breakfast, Lunch)

This morning, set out after breakfast to the Pisac archeological complex, formed by a
collection of remains of Incan dwellings, temples and terracing, all of which combine perfectly
with the majestic landscape of the Sacred Valley of the Incas. Continue on to the Pisac
Markets where you will get the opportunity to interact with the local folk and even barter with the
merchants. After lunch, end your day with a visit to the impressive fortress of Ollantaytambo,
originally build to guard the valley and was the scene of Inca resistance to the Spanish
conquistadors in the 16™ century. Return back to Cusco for your overnight stay.

DAY 13: CUSCO — MACHU PICCHU - CUSCO (Breakfast)

Start your day with an early breakfast, and take the morning train to the town of Aguas
Calientes. Along the way, enjoy the changing landscapes ranging from the Andean highlands
of the onset of tropical jungles. Upon arrival, travel by bus to the citadel of Macchu Picchu, also
known as the Lost City of the Incas, one of Peru’s most famous landmarks and one of the New
Seven Wonders of the World. Walk through different areas of the city, which features agriculture
and urban zones, where temples, dwellings as well as the finely crafted Intihuatana or sundial
can be found. Return back to the town for lunch before taking the train back to Cusco. Overnight
in Cusco.

DAY 14: CUSCO (Breakfast)

Today is a free day for you to explore Cusco on your own. Perhaps visit Plaza de Armas,
considered the historical center of Cusco. The square consists of churches, shops, restaurants
and bars, as well as colorful street vendors, which makes it a great place to spend the day.
Overnight in Cusco

DAY 15: CUSCO - LIMA (Breakfast) (CUZ-LIM LA2022: 1100/1225)

In the morning, have breakfast and check-out. Transfer to the airport for a domestic flight back
to Lima. Upon arrival, embark on a city tour of the Peruvian capital. Founded in 1535 by the
Spanish conquistador Francisco Pizzaro, Lima has a wealth of colonial era buildings that still
stand today. Visit Plaza Mayor and see landmarks such as the Government Palace where you
can observe the changing of the guard, as well as the beautiful cathedral on the plaza. Many
other ornate small palaces and colonial balconies still adorn the capital today, all of which were
declared a UNESCO World Heritage Site. Continue on to downtown Lima and pass by the
financial and commercial districts of San Isidro and Miraflores. Overnight in Lima.

DAY 16: LIMA - SAO PAULO (Breakfast) (LIM-GRU LA5223: 1240/1930)
After breakfast, free at leisure until you transfer to the airport for your flight back to Sao Paulo,
Brazil.

DAY 17: SAO PAULO - SINGAPORE (via Barcelona) (Meals on board)
(GRU/SIN SQ067: 0145/1335+1) Depart this magnificent continent onboard Singapore Airlines for
your flight back to Singapore.
