Today an exciting day awaits you. The Tateyama Kurobe Alpine Route, a distance of 86 km - from Tateyama Station to 

Nagano Ogisawa, using a combination various types of vehicles namely Tateyama Cable car, Tateyama Tunnel trolley 

bus, Kurobe Cable car, Kanden Tunnel Trolley bus and Tateyama ropeway. Many mountaineers and tourists flock here 

during the season. Kurobe Dam is built at the upper stream of Kurobe-gawa River with a capacity of 200 million tons of water 

and at a height of 186 m.
